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Suspension shall be imposed only when other means of correction fail
to bring about proper conduct, or if the offense presents a danger to
others.

Our schools aim provide alternatives to suspension or expulsion that
are age appropriate and designed to address the specific misbehavior.
EC 48900 (v)

A student may be suspended or expelled for acts which are related to
school activity or attendance while on the school grounds, while going
to or coming from school, during the lunch period whether on or off
campus, and during or while going to or coming from a school
sponsored activity.

Our schools have progressive discipline matrix outlined in their school
handbooks, which are provided at the start of the school year.



A suspension is based on the following conduct by your student:

a.l. Caused, attempted to cause, or threatened to cause physical injury.
a.2. Willfully used force or violence on another person, except in self defense.
Possessed, sold or otherwise furnished any firearm, knife, explosive, or other dangerous object. ++

c. Possessed, used, sold, furnished, or been under the influence of any controlled substance, alcohol, or intoxicant. ++
d. Offered, arranged, or negotiated to sell a controlled substance, alcohol or intoxicant and then provided a replica substance. ++
e. Attempted or committed robbery or extortion.

f. Attempted or caused damage to school or private property.

g. Attempted or stole school or private property.

p. Unlawfully offered, arranged to sell, negotiated to sell, or sold the prescription drug Soma. ++

g. Engaged in, or attempted to engage in, hazing.

r. Engaged in an act of bullying, including electronic means

t. A pupil who aids or abets in the attempted or infliction of physical injury to another.
